fluorescent light tubes, compact fluorescent  
bulbs, NiCad batteries, alkaline batteries,  
lithium batteries, propane cylinders, swimming 

pool chemicals, used motor oil, antifreeze,  
gasoline, hydraulic transmission & brake fluid. 
 

Pesticides, herbicides, fungicides and insecticides WILL BE accepted but MUST be in its 
original containers for identification purposes.
